As indicated the need became apparent in 1947 that
the real market lay in the four-place aircraft.

It wa in September 1947 that the four-place off­
spring of the 1201140 erie made its first flight, the
Model 170. Fortunately, the 170 changed the concept of
post-war private and bu ine s flying, and continued the
demand for Ce na Aircraft.
